In the first session of this Workshop, Prof.(Dr.) Meena Nikam, Dr. Vijayshree
Hemke, Dr. Rajendra Gade and the students from the department of zoology visited the
silkworm rearing project of Mr. Dattatray Bahekar- Cocoon Entrepreneur at Kinhola. On
this occasion, the students were able to study the transformation of all the silkworms into
beautiful cocoons. At this time, Mulberry cultivation, temperature required for silkworm,
humidity, care to be taken along, the market for the sale of cocoons was explained to the

students.

In the second session, of the Workshop held during the course, lecture was
conducted by Mr.Sunildatta Phadke. Silk Development Officer, District Silk Office
Buldhana, In his presentation, Phadke unveiled the life cycle of the silkworm, different
types of silk, India’s global position in the silk industry, and he also highlighted a number
of issues that need to be taken care of for more income.
